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This summer, the J2A 
class (grades 9 & 10) 
has the opportunity for 
pilgrimage.  Run a 
“Google” search of 

“Pilgrimage” and you will 
find almost eleven million responses.  All 

major religions offer their own ideals: Judaism, 
the aliyah to Jerusalem; Islam, a pilgrimage to 
Mecca; Hinduism, tirtha, “the path which affords 
access to the sacred”; and Buddhism, journey-
ing to the presence or “footprint” of Buddha. 
 
 Our Christianity has a long and varied 
tradition of pilgrimage. From the Empress  
Helena’s discovery of faith in the Holy Land in 
326 A.D. to continual sightings of Mary in 
Lourdes and Fatima, Christians have wandered 
the globe in search of holy places . 
 
 Episcopalians view pilgrimage to be a 
“rich experience as we leave our familiar sur-
roundings and travel to places that inspire trans-
formation and change.” It is a journey like none 
other as the pilgrims are intent to seek and see 
God in new ways.   
In T.S. Eliot’s, “Exploring and Finding,” 
 We shall not cease from exploration 
 And at the end of all our exploring 
 Will be to arrive where we started 
 And know the place for the first time. 

 Pilgrimage is not only an exploration of 
faith, but of self. St. Timothy’s has recognized 
and supported this need for exploration since 
the first Journey to Adulthood Pilgrimage in 
1998. These journeys have included opportuni-
ties for: 

Prayer services: “Start of the Journey”, 
Morning Prayer, Night Prayer, Holy Eucharist, 
Daily Reflection, Journaling. 

Lessons on varied topics including:  
Inner Peace, Stewardship of the Earth, Seeing 
Christ in Others 

Conversations with past pilgrims have 
confirmed that some “understanding of God’s 
love” is discovered while on the journey and 
more importantly, discoveries are made  
continually thereafter. 

 
Jesus, you are the way through the wilderness: 
show us your truth in which we journey, by the 
grace of the Holy Spirit be in us the life that 
draws us to God.  Amen.

APRIL  anniversaries 

 
  
 
 

The overall purpose of the sabbati-
cal will be focused on spiritual restoration 
and renewal, using the ancient idea of  
pilgrimage to sacred places as a basic  
template. It will be a time of Sabbath rest, 
or writing and reflection, of connecting with 
sources of spiritual energy, focusing on new 
places as well as some traditional pilgrim-
age destinations. 

 
The beginning… 

The west coast of Ireland is a place 
of great beauty and ruggedness. The Celtic 
monastic tradition found it to be a place of 
prayer and appreciation of the wonder of 
God’s creation. 

We will be spending about two 
weeks in a particularly remote area, on sea 
cliffs a few miles from the nearest village. 
There are ancient monastic buildings dating 
from the time of St. Colman (7th century) on 
an offshore island. Colman led a group of 
50 Irish and British monks as far away from 
Roman Christianity’s influence as possible 
after the Synod of Whitby had compromised 
the integrity of the Celtic vision of Christian-
ity. Many other places considered to be 
holy, from pre-Patrick Ireland to this day are 
to be found within driving distance from our 
lodgings. We will be including as many of 
them as possible on our pilgrimage. 

The next phase will bring us to  
another remote island of great importance 
to Celtic Christianity in the 6th and 7th  

centuries and now as well. The island of 
Iona, off the Scottish coast in the Hebrides, 
is a place of pilgrimage and spiritual energy 
for people around the world.  

 
The middle of the pilgrimage… 
 Oxford University and its intellectual 
tradition was a major influence in the  
development of Anglican Christianity. The 
university and its tradition of independent 
thought energized the English reformation 
and the restoration of the spirit of the early 
church in Britain. Thomas Cranmer and 
early leaders of the reformed church in 
England were martyred on High Street,  
Oxford. We will spend a week on pilgrimage 
in Oxford and environs, including early 
Christian sites at Glastonbury. 
 We will then explore holy places in 
France, including the artistic high points of 
medieval Christianity. Our plans are incom-
plete at this point, but will include the  
cathedral at Chartres, possibly Brittany, 
Normandy, and Mont Ste. Michelle, and 
Celtic sites within easy reach of Paris. 
 
The conclusion… 

 These plans are still being 
formulated but will include a personal re-
treat, possibly at Christ in the Desert, a re-
mote monastery in New Mexico or a Car-
melite retreat center in Crestone, Colorado,
