With guide book in hand, | took off, locating the
first station in what is now the Muslim Quarter. Churches, chapels, and/or monasteries
mark each station. There were groups from around the globe reciting prayers; some pilgrims
were carrying crosses. After journeying up and down hills, | rounded a corner to find that
the road had changed. Beneath me, for a few yards, was rock — large worn down rock.
These stones were part of the original road made by the Romans and dating back to the
time of Christ. | slipped off my shoe to let my bare foot touch this “holy ground.” While star-
ing at my map, | realized that this stretch of road led to where the Second Temple had been.
My mind still dreams of all those who would have trod upon those stones.
