Speaking on behalf of Parkway Adult Education and Literacy | want to thank St.
Timothy’s for the genuine caring and concern that the congregation and church staff have
shown towards our students and teachers. | understand that hosting classes is an
ongoing commitment for which church resources must be earmarked. We are deeply
appreciative of that commitment.

For the FYQ9 school year St. Tim’s hosted over 93 ESL students. Of that number,
83 stayed for 12+ hours, which is the government’s definition of a student served. The
number of students making progress based on pre and post-testing as measured on the
government’s National Reporting Standards scale is relatively low, at 20%. However, this
is a result of the fact that our mandated testing instrument “tops out” prematurely, not
because our students are not learning and thriving there at St. Tim’s. By generously
hosting these classes, the church has shown itself to be a leader in the community by
helping those who are striving to improve their quality of life by gaining educational skills
to increase their ability to function in the culture, their employability and their health and
the health of their families.

Classes are scheduled to begin again on August 24. | am very pleased to say that
both Sue and Shazia will be returning for the coming year.

On vacation, we encountered two churches. One was mind-bendingly ornate.
While construction was completed in 1829 taking five years, the interior took 30 years.
Tours are given every half hour based on language. Brochures explaining all the finery
are offered in English, Spanish, French, German, and Mandarin. The tour is included
with your admission price. Large banners outside promoted an evening light show for an
increased fee.

The other church was within walking distance. While dating to 1843, this church
posted service times outside. Walking up the steps, a blind beggar spoke in his native
tongue. Backpacks and bed rolls were piled under the overhang as a few homeless
people were preparing for the in-coming storm. A basket of toiletries sat on a table in
the narthex along with handouts of other outreach opportunities. Stepping into the
sanctuary, we saw people in prayer and a deacon nodded in acknowledgment of our
arrival. Pews were supplied with Bibles and prayer books. A plague on the wall
remembered all those from the parish that served in World War | and in a larger font
in the center, the names of those who lost their lives.

One place we ogled. One place we paused in prayer.

Target revenues and expenses for 6 months (Budget %) 50.00%
Actual pledge and plate receipts for 6 months 52.26%
Actual expenses for 6 months 49.65%

Year-to-date income for June is ahead of budget because it reflects a portion of the
Danforth Grant which is designated to cover costs related to our new associate rector.
This surplus of income will be offset in coming months as those costs are incurred and
reflected in our operating expenses. Our overall expenses remain in line with budget
even though they now reflect some of the associate rector costs. The St. Tim’s staff has
done a remarkable job of holding overall expenses low.

We are projected to end the year on budget.
