“Mission driven”; “vision”; “purpose-driven”; 
“the connecting church”; “the emerging 
church” … all these words/phrases are  
familiar to anyone who has participated in 
congregational development--church lead-
ership workshops, seminars, conferences.  
I participate in a weekly teleconference with 
church leaders across the country; we  
focus on issues of “transforming mission” 
regularly and discuss how we are working 
to do that in our areas of responsibility. 
Along with you, I have that responsibility 
here at St. Tim’s. Pursuant to that, I share 
with you the following, excerpted from “The 
Missional Church & Denominations.” If 
some of this sounds at least vaguely  
familiar, good; if not, you and I have some  
further work to do, as we together seek to 
understand God’s purposes for us in this 
place as a transforming and renewing  
Episcopal presence. The excerpt follows: 
 
The Ministry of the Laity in the World 

Historically, because of the legacy 
of Christendom, the ministry of the laity in 
the world has been accorded the least  
attention relative to the ministry of the 
clergy. In part, this is because of the  
Reformation tendency to define the church 
not according to the four marks of the  
Nicene Creed (one, holy, catholic, and  
apostolic), but rather as a place where  
certain things happen, generally performed 
by clergy (i.e., preaching, administration of 

sacraments, and, for the Reformed  
tradition, church discipline). The Thirty-Nine 
Articles reflects this Reformation view when 
it defines the church as “a congregation of 
faithful men, in which the pure Word of God 
is preached, and the Sacraments…duly  
administered according to Christ’s  
ordinance, in all those things that of  
necessity are requisite to the same.” As 
long as the focus remains on the gathering 
to the exclusion of the sending, the church 
will lose sight of its missionary character:  
it will lose sight of the face that the frontline 
missionaries are not intended to be  
specialists sent overseas but rather  
ordinary Christians in their daily spheres  
of influence. 
 

 What would it mean for Episcopal 
polity to assert a priority on the ministry of 
the laity in the world as the primary expres-
sion of the ministry of the church? To begin 
with, the other expressions of ministry  
(congregations, dioceses, and denomina-
tions) would be invited to rediscover their 
purpose in supporting and equipping the 
laity for such service. Ephesians 4 speaks 
to this: “The gifts he gave were that some 
would be apostles, some prophets, some 
evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to 
equip the saints for the work of ministry.” It 
is crucial to note in this Ephesians passage 
that such equipping is not merely a  
technical matter (done by professional

A family of four in Atlanta agreed to 
sell their large home, buy a smaller one, 
and give half of the proceeds from the sale 
($800,000) to help those less fortunate! The 
project started when the 14-year-old  
daughter saw a homeless man on a busy 
corner in Atlanta and on the other corner,  
a huge Mercedes. She commented to her 
father that if the one man spent less on his 
car, the other could have food to eat and  
perhaps shelter. That began a family  
transformation based on giving half to a 
charity after discussing and researching the 
project for a year. This concept and project 
are chronicled in the book, The Power of 
Half by Kevin Salwen (father) and Hannah 
Salwen (daughter).  Although most of us 
are unable or unwilling to sell our home and 
move to one half the size, there are other 
ways to practice the Power of Half: if you 

watch 6 hours of TV a week, watch 3 and 
spend the other 3 volunteering at a food 
pantry or the Humane Society; if you have  
a whole rack of business suits, take half to 
Dress for Success; if you stop for a  
cappuccino every morning, cut that to half 
as many times and give the money to  
Pennies for Peace. I had the opportunity to 
meet and hear Kevin talk about their project 
and family transition recently and was  
overwhelmed by the simplicity of the  
concept and yet how powerful it is. I 
strongly recommend the book—a fast 
read— for all the family. Copies donated by 
YouthBridge Community Foundation are 
available in the St. Tim’s library. How can 
you practice the Power of Half?

church experts) but rather has a larger  
eschatological purpose: “[U]ntil all of us 
come to unity of the faith and knowledge of 
the Son of God, to maturity, to the measure 
of the full stature of Christ” (Eph. 4:11-13). 
The church is to grow into a fully mature 
likeness of Christ in its capacity to  
announce and embody the reign of God;  
no member can be omitted from this  
maturation process if the church is to be the 
church and represent faithfully the koinonia 
of the Trinity. Moreover, that process is  
mutual rather than one-directional: all  
members share in building one another up. 
 
The Ministry of the Congregation 
 What is the ministry of congrega-
tions? Congregations are local expressions  
 
 
 

of the gathered church organized around 
core missional practices that enable all of 
their members to reach maturity in mission 
while at the same time serving as signs, 
foretastes, and instruments of the reign of 
God in their own right. These core  
missional practices include the classical 
activities of worship (leiturgia), witness 
(martyria), fellowship (koinonia), service 
(diakonia), and proclamation (kerygma). 
One might also include stewardship. The 
congregation is a local manifestation of the 
reconciled diversity of the reign of God. It is 
rooted in and reflects the matrix of relation-
ships, geography, local cultures, and other 
particularities of a place as a force for the 
transformation and renewal of those  
localities.
