Everyday Stewardship... 
 
 As we continue to explore Everyday 
Year Round Stewardship, we might think of the 
stewardship of presence.  In the past several 
years, there have been some careful historical 
explorations of how religious beliefs and 
groups grow and succeed.  These have  
included several studies of the spread of  
Christianity in the Greco-Roman Empire and 
some studies of more recent religious move-
ments like the “Moonies.”  In all these research 
efforts, it has become evident that the spread 
was due to the life, witness, and example of the 
current members in interesting and attracting 

new members.  In both these examples, many 
people joined the movements because they 
were impressed by those they met who already 
believed.  In many cases, new converts had 
only a bare knowledge of the beliefs and  
theology of the group; they learned them after 
joining. There are, of course, some people who 
may be searching for specific beliefs and  
practices, but the majority, it seems, of those 
who become part of a religious community are 
initially attracted by those who already belong.  
In that case, our example, our devotion to  
community, our very lives are important  
witnesses to the surrounding community.
